Lions For Lambs (November 9 2007)

Directed by Academy Award winner Robert Redford, the story begins after two determined students at a West Coast University, Arian (played by Derek Luke) and Ernest (played by Michael Pena), follow the inspiration of their idealistic professor, Dr. Malley (played by Robert Redford), and attempt to do something important with their lives. But when the two make the bold decision to join the battle in Afghanistan, Malley is both moved and distraught. Now, as Arian and Ernest fight for survival in the filed, they become the string that binds together two disparate stories on opposite sides of America. In California, an anguished Dr. Malley attempts to reach a privileged but disaffected student who is very opposite of Arian and Ernest. Meanwhile, in Washington D.C. the charismatic Presidential hopeful, Senator Jasper Irving (played by Tom Cruise), is about to give a bombshell story to a probing TV journalist (played by Meryl Streep) that may affect Arian and Ernest’s fates. As arguments, memories, and bullets, fly, the three stories are woven ever more tightly together, revealing how each of these Americans has a profound impact on each other and the world.

Fred Claus (November 9 2007)

Fred Claus (played by Vince Vaughn) has lived almost his entire life in his little brother’s very large shadow. Fred tried, but he could never live up to the example set by the younger Nicholas (played by Paul Giamatti), who was just a perfect…well…Saint. True to form, Nicholas grew up to be the model of giving, while Fred became the polar opposite: a fast-talking repo man who’s run out of luck and money. Over Mrs. Claus’s objections, Nicholas aggress to help his brother on one condition: that he come to the North Pole and earn the money he needs by working in Santa’s Toy Shop. P2 (November 9 2007)

It’s Christmas Eve, Angela Bridges (played by Rachel Nichols), an ambitious young executive, works late before she leaves for her family’s holiday party. When she gets down to the parking garage, she discovers that her car won’t start. The garage is deserted and her cell phone doesn’t get a signal underground. When Thomas (played by Wes Bentley), a friendly security guard, comes along and offers to help, Angela nervously accepts his gesture of good will. Soon after a failed attempt to start her car, he invites her to stay and share a small Christmas dinner he’s preparing in the parking office, but she laughs it off. Angela doesn’t realize this is no laughing matter – Thomas has been watching her closely…for months. His dinner invitation is not optional. If Angela wants to live to see Christmas morning, she must find a way to escape from the level P2 of the parking garage.

Beowulf (November 16 2007)

In the age of heroes comes the mightiest warrior of them all, Beowulf (played by Ray Winestone). After destroying the overpowering demon Grendel, he incurs the undying wrath of the beast’s ruthlessly seductive mother (played by Angelina Jolie), who will use any means possible to ensure revenge. The ensuing epic battle resonates throughout the ages, immortalizing the name of Beowulf. This movie also starts Anthony Hopkins (as the cursed King Hrothgar) and John Malkovich.
Enchanted (November 21 2007)

A classic Disney fairytale collides with modern-day New York City in a story about a fairytale princess (played by Amy Adams) from the past who is thrust into present-day by an evil queen (played by Susan Sarandon). Soon after her arrival, Princess Giselle begins to change her views on life and love after meeting a handsome lawyer (played by Patrick Dempsey). Hitman (November 21 2007)

The Mist (November 21 2007)

David Drayton (played by Thomas Jane) and his young son Billy are among a large group of terrified townspeople trapped in a local grocery store by a strange, otherworldly mist. David is the first to realize that there are things lurking in the mist…deadly, horrifying things…creatures not of this world. Survival depends on everybody in the store pulling together…but is that possible, given human nature? As reason crumbles in the face of fear and panic, David begins to wonder what terrifies him more: the monsters in the mist-or the ones inside the store, the human kind, the people that until not had been his friends and neighbors? In this legendary tale of terror from master storyteller Stephen King, the thin veneer of civilization is stripped away, the masks are discarded, and the true horror is revealed as us.
