





Emily Pauli - Panelist
Emily Pauli is a research scientist with the Hudson-Alpha Institute for
Biotechnology in Huntsville, Alabama. She earned her B.S. in biomedical science
in 1996, and her doctor of pharmacy in 2006 from Auburn University. Her first
exposure to a research lab was during her last year at Auburn while finishing her
undergraduate degree. She worked in Dr. Marie Wooten’s laboratory and unlike
standard laboratory classes, she had no protocol in hand to follow step-by-step.
She learned to pull from everything she had learned to that point and found that
she really enjoyed working in a laboratory and the scientific process.
After earning her bachelor’s degree, she worked as a scientist for four
years at a privately held biotechnology firm developing tools for genomic and
pre-clinical research, and validating results from the Human Genome Project. She then spent two years
traveling the globe for a publicly traded biotechnology company in global market development for their
genomic products and resources.

She is currently waiting to
receive her bar examination results from the Alabama State Bar, and is
studying to take the patent bar in the fall.
