Researches and responds to various ad hoc data requests from departments and committees, as 
well as college leadership. Provides recommendations based on appropriate analysis and 
compiles and disseminates information from both internal and external data sources.

Supports evidence-based decision making and analysis of programs and college effectiveness 
through a range of responsibilities. May include but not limited to questionnaire design, online 
surveys, survey administration, data processing, basic and complex data analysis, report writing, 
presentation of findings, etc.

Monitors and assures the quality of data related to the program.
