There are many 
ways to change 
an image’s size. 
One way is to 
click on [Image] 
and then select 
[Image Size]. 

You can use the [Pixel Dimensions ] to 
adjust the size of the image.  

Or you can use the [Document Size] 
feature to make the changes. 

By selecting [Constrain Proportions] 
the program will automatically adjust 
the proportions when you make a size 
adjustment. By deselecting it, you 
can change the size by freehand.   

Tip: The average size for a 
thumbnail is 1 inch.  

Reminder: Always 
save the picture in its 
original size. Once you 
have shrunk a picture 
it will not have the 
same quality if you try 
to enlarge it again. It 
will appear blurred.
