What Is IMPACT?
IMPACT is a student-operated organization that serves as Auburn University’s central resource for volunteer opportunities and community service in the Auburn community. IMPACT provides weekly and one-time volunteer opportunities for students in the Auburn community and shares information on local community service agencies and additional volunteer opportunities for students, faculty, and staff. Auburn University is a land-grant institution that has a tradition of service and outreach to the surrounding community. IMPACT is a reflection of that tradition. 
Where does IMPACT volunteer?
IMPACT currently volunteers with ten organizations on a weekly basis.  They are the Azalea Community Retirement Home, Boykin Center, Community Market, East Alabama Food Bank, Lee County Humane Society, Loachapoka Elementary School, Jean Dean RIF (Reading is Fundamental), Storybook Farm, Parkerson Mill Creek, Monarch Estates. There is a possibility that IMPACT will be volunteering with Habitat for Humanity and Yarborough elementary during the fall semester of 2008.  Each organization requires at least one Project Coordinator, and we may add new projects based on the number of Project Coordinators selected for this year. Descriptions of our current projects are below:

· East Alabama Food Bank - The East Alabama Food Bank is a nonprofit organization that collects food in order to feed the hungry and less fortunate. When volunteering at the food bank, you will help the staff organize the pantries and other little projects. Organizing the pantries may seem like a thankless job, but it is a huge help to the staff members. It makes feeding the hungry so much easier! Closed-toed shoes required.
· Storybook Farm  - Located in the rich pastures of Opelika, Alabama, Storybook Farm offers spiritual nourishment and emotional healing to children with disabilities, life-threatening diseases, or those who have suffered a loss. Storybook Farm provides hope on horseback for our riders through a unique program of therapeutic horseback riding and creative activity. While volunteering at this site, you can expect to help with the daily tasks of helping maintain the farm and its animals. Closed-toed shoes required.
· Boykin Center - The Boykin Center is a local daycare center. All the children are adorable and love the opportunity to have someone older to play with and learn from. The teachers also appreciate your help. This project is great for Early Childhood Development majors.
· Loachapoka Elementary School - Loachapoka Elementary school has plenty of teachers that want your help in the classroom. Help the children while studying reading, art, music, and various other subjects. This project is great for all education majors and anyone who loves children.
· Humane Society - The Lee County Humane Society provides a shelter for many stray animals including cats, dogs, hamsters, and rabbits. Volunteering at the Humane Society allows you to play with the cats, walk or wash the dogs, and assist the staff. Not only can you care for the animals, but possibly take one home as well. Closed-toed shoes required.
· Reading is Fundamental - Reading is Fundamental (RIF) helps children learn how to read. Reading is such an important skill to master as a child and you are needed to aid in this process. This project is great for English and Education majors. 

· Azalea Retirement Home - Azalea Retirement Home is a wonderful place to talk to the elderly community in Auburn. You can either have a conversation or play a few games of bingo; either one livens a resident’s day. Several residents do not have relatives or friends around, so visiting can be a meaningful experience for them and you. 
· Community Market  - Community Market is a nonprofit organization that provides food for families in an emergency situation. It is set up like a grocery store, and people shop within pre-set limitations. The food is provided by the Alabama Food Bank. Volunteering at the market entails answering the phone, helping with checkout, and stocking the shelves. 
· Parkerson Mill Creek – PMC is a project that directly affects Auburn’s campus.  An initiative taken by the 2006 IMPACT staff, PMC seeks to beautify Parkerson Mill Creek, which runs directly through the heart of Auburn.  An ‘adopt-a-stream’ type program, students will be cleaning up the project area and removing exotic plant life.
· Monarch Estates- This is a retirement community that is very active and full of life! This elderly community would love some company to talk with, play bingo or dominos, or even help with the volleyball team. The staff has lots of arts and crafts and other games on hand to keep the residents excited every day. Several residents do not have family nearby, so like the Azalea Retirement Home, they would love some visitors. 

Potential projects for Fall 2008:
· Yarborough Elementary - Yarborough Elementary is a great project for students interested in working with children.  At the elementary school, you will be helping teachers with their daily workloads, as well as getting to spend time helping kids with their homework – another great project for education majors!
· Habitat for Humanity- Habitat for Humanity is an organization that provides homes for the needy. Come help build a house and someone’s future! Volunteering for Habitat is great for people in Building Science and Architecture majors. 

What is a Project Coordinator?
Project Coordinators (PC’s) work one-on-one with assigned agencies in the Auburn/Opelika area; serve as a liaison between those agencies and the volunteers to create volunteer opportunities for Auburn University students; responsible for leading groups of volunteers to their prospective agency weekly; responsible for keeping record of volunteer hours logged under their leadership; responsible for maintaining positive relationships with volunteers; responsible for assisting with volunteer recruiting efforts. 

NEW! Web Master Position

The web master position will design and update the IMPACT web page as needed, in coordination with the IMPACT advisor. The web master must attend weekly meetings and an additional time decided by the Director and web master. This position also includes attending an IMPACT project once a month as volunteer, taking pictures at IMPACT events, and attending one office hour a week.

· Must have at least a 2.0 cumulative GPA and must be in good academic standing with Auburn University – verifiable by an Academic Dean’s signature
· Must be enrolled as a student at Auburn University for the fall semester of 2008 & spring semester of 2009
· Must be able to attend weekly IMPACT meetings during the fall semester of 2008 & spring semester of 

2009 (Monday’s at 5:00pm)
· Must be able to attend IMPACT Leadership Training Retreat (August 22-23, 2008)

· Strong passion for serving others and the community
· Strong love for and loyalty to Auburn University 

· Must be comfortable recruiting and leading volunteers
· Must possess strong interpersonal skills




· Must have a good sense of humor, balanced by a sense of responsibility
· Must desire to achieve excellence

· Serve as a leader and active participant in all IMPACT sponsored events and activities, unless excused by the Director
· Attend and participate in all IMPACT weekly meetings and sites, unless excused by the Director (Mandatory weekly IMPACT meetings are held on Monday’s at 5:00 p.m.)
· Attend and participate in the IMPACT Leadership Training, unless excused by the Director
· Turn in all required paperwork in a timely and efficient manner
· Complete one office hour each week
· Serve as a role model for all students
· Other duties as assigned
