Recruitment announcements and flyers should include the following information (FDA Recruiting Study Subjects Guidelines 1998):
1. Name and address of the investigator and/or research facility/institution

2. Condition under study and/or purpose of the research

3. Inclusion/exclusion criteria in summary form

4. A brief list of the procedures involved

5. Time or other commitment required (number of visits, total duration of the study, etc.)

6. Compensation/Reimbursement/Benefits

7. Location of research and contact person for further information

Additional guidelines include the following:

1. Flyers and announcements should not be misleading about the purpose of the research

2. Flyers and announcements should be very clear that research participation is what is being solicited

3. Flyers and announcements should not use catchy words like “exciting” and “free”

4. Flyers and announcements should not emphasize monetary compensation
