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With the football season in full swing, one can feel the spirit in the air in and around the town. Alumni arriving on Fridays, 
tailgating all over the place; the AU marching band heard practicing near the stadium; the fraternities flamboyantly ex-
pressing their support for the Tigers in their own (and often bizarre) ways. 
             Being amidst all the excitement, students— even the ones alien to the local athletic traditions— can’t help picking 
up on them. Ever wondered why we yell “WAR EAGLE!”? Who is Aubie? And why does the eagle fly above the field 
before kickoff? Throwing a toilet paper across a tree, its fun for sure, but who got the idea in the first place? Read on and 
you’ll know it all. 
 
WAR EAGLE? Doesn’t make any sense. 
Well to the Auburn Tiger fans, it does. It’s Auburn’s Battle cry. The story behind the origination of the cry centers around 
a civil war veteran who was a spectator in the first game Auburn played against Georgia in 1892. In the stands with him 
that day was an eagle the old soldier had found on a battlefield during the war. Witnesses say they saw the eagle suddenly 
break free and start circling the playing field. As the eagle soared, Auburn marched steadily toward the Georgia end zone 
and eventually won the game. Elated at their team's play and taking the bird's presence as an omen of success, Auburn 
students and fans began to yell "War Eagle" to spur on their team. Sometime after the end of the game, the eagle took a 
sudden dive, crashed into the ground, and died. But the battle cry "War Eagle" lived on to become a symbol of the proud 
Auburn spirit. 
 
Roll Toomer’s – why? 
Toomer's Corner, where College Street intersects Magnolia Avenue, has long been the 
gathering place for Auburn athletic celebrations. After any football win, and significant 
victories in other sports, Auburn students and citizens "roll" the trees at Toomer's Corner 
with toilet tissue. The story behind the tradition goes back to the old days when Toomer’s 
Drugs used to be one of the very few places in Auburn with a telephone line. When the 
Tigers were away for a game, the anxious fans would gather around the place to hear of the 
outcome of the game. One day someone celebrated by throwing toilet paper bought from 
the drugstore over the oak tree nearby –ever since, it’s been a tradition following every 
win. 
 
What’s the deal with Wreck Tech Parade? 
The Wreck Tech Pajama Parade originated in 1896, when a group of mischievous Auburn 
cadets, snuck out of their dorms the night before the football game between Auburn and 
Georgia Tech and greased the railroad tracks. The train carrying the Georgia Tech team 
slid through town and didn't stop until it was halfway into a neighboring town. The Geor-
gia Tech team had to walk the five miles back to Auburn and was weary at the end of their 
journey, which contributed to their loss of 45–0. While the students never greased the 
tracks again, the tradition continues in the form of a parade through downtown Auburn 
every time we have a home game against Georgia Tech. 
 
Where does the Eagle that flies over the field come from? 
The University’s College of veterinary medicine takes care of the eagle. There have been 
six ”War Eagles” as Auburn icons. Nova (2006-present) is  Auburn's six year old Golden 
Eagle. He was born in the Montgomery Zoo in 1999 and moved to Auburn at only six 
months of age. Prior to being named War Eagle VII, Nova had already participated in pre-
game flights and conservation exhibits throughout the southeast. 
 
 
Who’s Aubie?  
Aubie was created by Birmingham Post-Herald artist Phil Neel. He is the University’s 
mascot and is a record six time winner of mascot national championships. Aubie also 
happens to have a website (www.auburn.edu/aubie)  along with a his MySpace and Face-
book pages. 

 
 



Hundreds of people die of hunger everyday. People are starving all over the world even in the United 
States. Did you know that more than 15 percent of Alabama residents live in poverty and that the state is ranked 12th 
in the hunger risk in the country? Also, 13 percent of Alabama’s population encounters problems such as having lim-
ited or uncertain access to enough food for a healthy lifestyle.  
  Hunger is a major issue all over world. We as students need to spread awareness of hunger and fight hunger 
problems. Committee of Nineteen is an organization  at Auburn University  that fights hunger not only in the state of 
Alabama but also works with the World Food Program (WFP) to fight hunger all over the world. Our mission is to 
create an academic hunger model that can be adapted and applied by universities not only in the United States but 
world wide. The name, Committee of Nineteen, is derived from the nineteen cents a day that the WFP uses to feed a 
hungry child in the developing world. 
  The organization has many goals, some of which include spreading hunger awareness, and raising funds to 
donate. We host many events to inform students about the current issues related to hunger. Some of these events are 
the Beat Bama Food Drive and Stop Hunger Now. The Beat Bama Food Drive is a yearly event that takes place at 
Auburn and also at the University of Alabama. During this event, the two universities compete to see who can collect 
the most amount of food to be donated to the Alabama food bank. In the year 2007 Auburn University beat university 
of Alabama by 22,000 pounds of food. During our hunger awareness week in 2007, we had a kick-off for the Stop 
Hunger Now. This was an event that was sponsored by the Committee of Nineteen. We managed to package almost 
104,000 meals for school children in Haiti. We had more than 500 student volunteers participate in this event.  
  Not only do we host events to raise awareness, we try to make hunger facts available to students to keep 
them aware of the hunger situation. For example, in developing countries, 6 million children die due to hunger-related 
causes. Many diseases, especially AIDS, play a role in the causes of hunger. This is because the majority of the peo-
ple affected with AIDS are young adults who normally work in the fields harvesting crops. The disease, which weak-
ens the body, prevents young adults from harvesting crops causing food production to drop dramatically in countries 
with high HIV/AIDS prevalence rates. The United States government's statistics show that AIDS has affected over 
one million Americans and over 40 million people world wide. 
 Hunger affects everyone around us. We need to act as one now and fight this terrible condition. As students, 
you have the power and ability to change the world and make a difference by helping those who are suffering from 
hunger and by spreading awareness. War Eagle!

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Lentil And Meat Stew With Potatoes 
  
Ingredients  
1 Cup Lentils -- washed 
6 Cups Broth 
3 Tablespoons Butter 
1/2 Pound Beef -- cubed 
2 Medium Onion -- finely chopped 
2 Cloves Garlic -- finely chopped 
3 Medium Tomatoes -- finely chopped 
5 Medium Potato -- finely chopped 
Salt And Pepper -- to taste 
1 Teaspoon Cumin 
1 Teaspoon Thyme 
Directions Bring lentils and broth to a boil. Cook over medium heat for 15 minutes and set aside. In frying pan, melt butter 
and saute meat over low heat until it is well browned. Add onions and garlic and saute until the onions are golden brown. 
Put lentils and broth in a baking dish. Add the meat mixture and remaining ingredients. Stir and cover. Bake at 350 degrees 
for 1 hour.
