This Lease Agreement cannot be signed by any person who is less than nineteen (19) years old at the time of signing without a parental/guardian signature.  This Lease Agreement (this “Lease”) is made effective as of  _______________________, between First Presbyterian Church, Auburn, AL (“Landlord”) and ____________________________, (“Tenant”).  The parties agree as follows:

I.  PREMISES.

Landlord, in consideration of the lease payments provided in this Lease, leases to Tenant in Apartment #_______ (the “Premises”) located at 143 East Thach Avenue, Auburn, Alabama, 36830.

The Tenant shall not be permitted to paint the walls of the Premises.  Small anchor nails may be used to hang pictures, small shelves, etc.  The Landlord prefers that sticky-tack be used wherever possible (for posters, etc.), but it is not required.  All nails, anchors, and sticky-tack must be removed from the walls when the Tenant’s lease is finished, as set forth in paragraph fifteen (XV).


Each Premise has a Cable Television jack, overhead light with fan, closet, phone/Internet jack, privacy blinds, and an Air Conditioning / Heat unit.

The Tenant shall be responsible for all damages found during the move-out walk-through.


Tenants shall make no alteration to the premises without first obtaining approval from the Landlord.  Tenants may not change or add any lock to the Premises without first obtaining the Landlord’s written consent.


No tenant shall alter or repair electrical equipment or fixtures that belong to the Landlord.  Defects in electrical equipment should be reported to the church office.  Personal electrical equipment authorized for use in rooms includes such items as: TV sets, computers, DVD players, radios, stereos, razors, hairdryers, and irons.  These items are acceptable provided such devices do not exceed the amperage limits of the circuits or create a hazard due to the manner in which they are connected.  Electrical equipments such as high heat appliances and halogen lights are not allowed.  Extension cords should be maintained in a safe and operable condition, free from frays, splices, and damage.  Surge Protectors are preferred.
II.  OCCUPANTS.

The Premises shall not be occupied by more than one person.  Married students are not allowed housing in the Presbyterian Student Center.  The Landlord prefers that each suite house two (2) males or two (2) females.  The Landlord has the right to accept or reject applicants based on the previous statement.
III.  TERM.

The Lease term will begin on ______________________ and will terminate on _______________________.  Tenants wishing to live on the Premises for more than three (3) consecutive semesters must sign another lease agreement at the end of the term of this lease.  The new lease agreement shall take effect immediately after the termination of the current lease agreement.

A “semester” shall be defined by Auburn University as the First day of Class until Graduation of the same term.

IV.  LEASE PAYMENTS.

The Tenant shall pay to the Landlord a non-refundable rent fee in the amount of $ _275.00_ per month.


The rent fee is to be paid by 5:00 p.m. to the Financial Secretary’s office of First Presbyterian Church on the first (1st) Monday of every month.  If the rent fee is not paid within seven (7) days of the rent fee due date, a notice will be put in the Tenant’s mailbox.  If the rent fee is not paid within fourteen (14) days, the Landlord may take possession of the Premises without further notice (to the extent permitted by law), and without prejudicing the Landlord’s rights to damages.

The rent fee shall be paid to the Landlord at 143 East Thach Avenue, Auburn, Alabama, 36830.


If the Tenant moves into his/her bedroom before the first (1st) Monday of the month, a prorated rent amount will be added on to the first (1st) month’s rent.  If the Tenant’s move out date falls after the first (1st) Monday of the month, a prorated rent amount will be assessed the month of move out.


The prorated rent per day after or before the first (1st) Monday of each month shall be the rent fee amount, $ _275.00_, divided by thirty (30) days.  The prorated rent fee is $ _9.17_ per day, for a total prorated fee of $ _______  for the month of ___________, 200__ and (if applicable) a prorated fee of $ _______  for the month of ___________, 200__.
V.  POSSESSION.

The Tenant shall be entitled to possession on the first day of the term of this Lease, and shall yield possession to the Landlord on the last day of the term of this Lease.
VI.  USE OF PREMISES/ABSENCES.


Tenant shall occupy and use the Premises as a dwelling unit.  The Tenant shall notify the Landlord of any anticipated extended absence from the Premises which would affect the Tenant’s responsibilities under paragraph 15 (XV), not later than the first (1st) day of the extended absence.


An extended absence shall be one (1) or more weeks.

The resident does not need to notify of his/her absence for the Auburn University Spring Break, Thanksgiving Break or the time period between Fall and Spring semesters (Christmas and New Year’s).
VII.  MAINTENANCE.


The Landlord shall maintain the resident’s bedroom, bathroom, laundry appliances, and kitchen appliances in working order at all times.  Tenants are responsible for reporting any malfunctioning appliances, equipment, or burnt out corridor lights to the Landlord.


The Landlord shall act in a timely manner after a maintenance request is submitted by a Tenant.


Burnt out light bulbs in the corridors and suite corridors shall be replaced by the Landlord.


The Landlord is not responsible for the general cleaning of the Premises for any Tenant.  This includes, but is not limited to: vacuuming, dusting, mopping, sweeping, cleaning of showers, tubs, sinks, toilets, and bathroom and kitchen floors.

VIII.  TRASH DISPOSAL.

Each Tenant is responsible for the disposal of trash from his/her own bedroom.  The dumpster for First Presbyterian Church is located next to the Tenants’ parking spaces.  A schedule shall be made by the Tenants to determine who is responsible for trash in the kitchen and in the bathrooms.
IX.  ACCESS BY LANDLORD TO THE PREMISES.


Subject to the Tenant’s consent (which shall not be unreasonably withheld), the Landlord shall have the right to enter the Premises to make inspections, provide necessary services, or show the unit to prospective buyers, mortgagees, tenants or workers.  As provided by law, in the case of an emergency, the Landlord may enter the Premises without the Tenant’s consent.
X.  UTILITIES AND SERVICES.


By paying the rent fee of $ _275.00_ per month, the Tenant shall receive the following as provided by the Landlord:



A.
One (1) unfurnished bedroom in the Presbyterian Student Center



B.
The use of the bathroom in the suite where the bedroom is located



C.
Electricity



D.
Water



E.
Heating and Air Conditioning.



F.
Basic Cable Television



G.
Telephone Service with High Speed Internet access for his/her bedroom



H.
Access to the shared tenant kitchen



I.
Access to the shared tenant laundry facilities



J.
One (1) mailbox in the main building mailroom


Tenants should note that all landline telephone jacks in each Premise are on the same telephone line and therefore have the same telephone number when in use.
XI.  PROPERTY INSURANCE.


The Landlord and Tenant shall each be responsible to maintain appropriate insurance for their respective interests in the Premises and property located on the Premises.
XII.  KEYS & LOCKS.

Each Tenant shall be furnished five (5) keys:



1.
A “Y” key for access to the main (lower) student center front doors, the glass doors next to 




the chapel, and the glass doors next to the elevator by the playground



2.
A key to the Tenant’s bedroom



3.
A key to the corridors of the residents’ living space and suite


4.
A key to the mailroom next to the Financial Secretary’s office


5.
A key to the main building

Each resident shall be responsible for keeping the doors to the corridors closed and locked at all times in the interest of safety and privacy.

XIII.  PARKING & AUTOMOBILES.

Each Tenant shall be able to park in the any one of the four (4) “Reserved for Resident” parking spaces of the First Presbyterian Church parking lot at any time during his/her lease agreement, with the exception of subleasing.  It is at the discretion of the Tenant as to whether his/her parking space may be sold as a fundraiser for an Auburn University home football game on Saturday.

Tenants may request that the Landlord tow any unauthorized vehicle that parks in the resident parking spaces.


Tenants may not wash their vehicles in the church parking lot.

XIV.  REQUIREMENTS AND EXPECTATIONS.


Student Tenants, in most cases, shall live on the Premises for a minimum of one academic year [or two (2) semesters].

Student Tenants may not sublease their apartments for more than one (1) semester during their lease. 


Tenants are required to be active in the programs of the Presbyterian Student Fellowship which include, but are not limited to: Bible Study, weekly worship services, service activities, and fellowship activities.  It is noted that in the summer semester activities may vary.

Tenants and their guests are expected to display Christian decorum.

Tenants, the Campus Minister, the Pastor of First Presbyterian Church, or the chair of the University Ministry Committee can call a meeting at any time to discuss problems that may arise.  Final decisions are made by the chair of the University Ministry Committee.


Tenants shall agree in writing to abide by the regulations and to perform all assigned responsibilities.

XV.  RESPONSIBILITIES OF APARTMENT TENANTS.

Tenants shall be held responsible for the following:

*  See that computers in the Study Room are turned off each night.


*  Do their best to make the Presbyterian Student Center an inviting place for students, especially students new to Auburn University and/or new to the program of the church and the Student Center.


*  Be responsible for certain programmatic duties, such as setting up for week night worship and other regular or special gatherings, as well as other duties for which the Campus Minister might request help.  The residents are responsible for maintaining this schedule.


*  Provide general oversight of the church property and be responsible for bringing to the attention of the University Ministry Committee, the Campus Minister, or Landlord any misuse of or damage to the Center.


*  Be solely responsible for unlocking the building at 7:00 a.m. and locking it at 11:00 p.m.  In the event that no residents will be staying in the Student Center for a weekend, arrangements must be made with the Landlord to unlock and lock the building.


*  Have oversight of the general neatness of the building (magazines, newspapers, soft drink containers, etc.).  Such routine duties of the resident shall not be construed as giving him/her authority over the regular janitorial service.


*  Have oversight of the kitchen facilities in the Fellowship Room and see that the dishes, appliances, and utensils are kept clean and in order.


*  Be responsible for watering plants and turning off the lights.

*  Be responsible for taking recycling from the Fellowship Room kitchen and the resident kitchen to the recycling center.


*  Be responsible for checking all outside doors to the Presbyterian Student Center and the church building each night.


*  Be responsible for cleaning, removing nails, anchor nails, and screws from the walls, removing personal belongings, rubbish, and debris from his/her apartment before vacating the Presbyterian Student Center.  Upon move out, the Tenant must vacuum the carpet in the Premises.

*  Perform occasional other duties upon the request of the campus minister.


The Tenant shall not possess alcoholic beverages on the Premises or anywhere in the Presbyterian Student Center.  Tenants may only use smokeless tobacco or smoke tobacco products outside the Presbyterian Student Center.
XVI.  DISTURBING NOISE.

Tenants are responsible for the behavior of their guests as well as their own while in the Presbyterian Student Center.  Conduct that is boisterous, obscene, or that endangers the safety of any resident will not be tolerated.  Stereos, radios, televisions, computer noise, and musical instruments must be played at a minimal level between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 9:00 a.m. daily.

XVII.  PRIVACY.

The Landlord shall not give out any resident’s personal information, including phone number(s), addresses, and social security numbers.
XVIII.  DEFAULTS.

The Tenant shall be in default of this Lease if the Tenant fails to fulfill any lease obligation or term by which Tenant is bound.  The Tenant shall pay all costs, damages, and expenses (including reasonable attorney fees and expenses) suffered by the Landlord by reason of the Tenant’s defaults.  All sums of money or charges required to be paid by the Tenant under this Lease shall be additional rent, whether or not such sums or charges are designated as “additional rent”.
XIX.  HABITABILITY.


Upon move-in, the Tenant will inspect the Premises and fixtures with the Landlord and acknowledge any deficiencies (See attached move-in/out checklist).  The Tenant and Landlord shall also see that the Premises are in an acceptable condition of habitability for their intended use, and the agreed lease payments are fair and reasonable.  If the condition changes so that, in the Tenant’s opinion, the habitability and rental value of the Premises are adversely affected, the Tenant shall promptly provide reasonable notice to the Landlord.
XX.  PETS.

No pets of any kind shall be allowed on the Premises.  No pets are allowed in any part of the Presbyterian Student Center.  Fish in five (5) gallon tanks or less are allowed.
XXI.  ASSIGNABILITY/SUBLETTING.

The Tenant shall have the option of subletting his/her Premise for one (1) semester.  If a Tenant subleases for one (1) semester, he/she may not store his/her personal belongings at any time during his/her lease agreement.  Upon move out or surrendering the apartment to a sub-lessee, the Tenant must completely remove any and all belongings, debris, and rubbish from the Premises, and the carpet in the Premises must be vacuumed.  The Tenant must surrender his/her keys and parking space to the sub-lessee.

Sub-lessees will not be allowed to begin to sub-lease in the middle of a semester.


Sub-lessees must submit an application to live in the Presbyterian Student Center eight (8) weeks before the requested semester of occupancy.


The sub-lessee must sign a lease agreement with the Landlord before moving into a bedroom.

The Landlord is not responsible for finding sub-lessees for residents who wish to have a sub-lessee live in their bedroom for one (1) semester.
XXII.  STORAGE OF PERSONAL BELONGINGS.

The Tenant has the option of storing his/her personal belongings in his/her room for one (1) semester that he/she will not be living in his/her bedroom.  If a Tenant stores his/her belongings for one (1) semester, he/she may not sublease his/her Premise at any time during his/her lease agreement.

A Tenant must have the approval of the University Ministry Committee to enact this option.  The resident must submit his/her request to the University Ministry Committee eight (8) weeks in advance of the date that he/she plans to begin storing his/her belongings.  Any requests that are submitted late [less than eight (8) weeks notice] are at the discretion of the University Ministry Committee for acceptance or rejection.

SUMMER STORAGE:  A fee of $ _50.00_ per month shall be assessed to the Tenant for the summer semester that his/her belongings are in the room.  A $10.00 charge per week will be assessed for every week that the storage fee is late.  The storage fee should be paid directly to the Financial Secretary’s office of First Presbyterian Church on the first (1st) Monday of every month.


The tenant shall pay the storage fee for the entire summer semester regardless of whether or not his/her belongings are on the Premises the whole time.


The prorated storage fee per day for the summer semester after or before the first (1st) of each month shall be the fee amount, $ _50.00_, divided by thirty (30) days.  The prorated storage fee is $ _1.67_ per day, for a total prorated fee of $ _______  for the month of May, 200__ and a prorated fee of $ _______  for the month of August, 200__.

FALL / SPRING STORAGE:  Any Tenant who wishes to store his/her belongings during a Fall or Spring semester will pay the full rent amount each month.


The prorated rent fee for the Fall / Spring semester per day after or before the first (1st) of each month shall be the fee amount, $ _275.00_, divided by thirty (30) days.  The prorated rent fee is $ _9.17_ per day, for a total prorated fee of $ _______  for the month of ___________, 200__ and a prorated fee of $ _______  for the month of ___________, 200__.

The resident may not store his/her belongings in his/her bedroom for more than one (1) semester.


The Tenant may keep possession of his/her keys and parking space privileges during the time of storage.

XXIII.   RENEWAL.

During the Tenant’s lease agreement, he/she must submit another application to the University Ministry Committee by January 15th to continue to lease a bedroom for the next Summer or Fall semester.
XXIV.  NOTICE.

Notices under this Lease shall not be deemed valid unless given or served in writing and forwarded by mail, postage prepaid, addressed as follows:

Such address may be changed from time to time by either party by providing notice as set forth above.

XXVI.  MISCELLANEOUS.

The Landlord is not responsible for providing kitchen furniture to Tenants.


Each Tenant must play an integral role of keeping the resident kitchen a clean and sanitary environment by sweeping and mopping the floors, emptying the dishwasher, and cleaning countertops.  A cleaning schedule shall be made among the four (4) tenants for cleaning duties of the kitchen.  A recycling schedule shall be made among the four (4) tenants for taking the recycling to the recycling center as needed.

Tenants may not take any appliances, equipment, or furniture belonging to the Landlord out the Presbyterian Student Center unless granted approval by the Landlord and University Ministry Committee.

XXVII.  ENTIRE AGREEMENT/AMENDMENT.

This Lease Agreement contains the entire agreement of the parties, and there are no other promises or conditions in any other agreement whether oral or written.  This Lease may be modified or amended in writing, if the writing is signed by the party obligated under the amendment.
XXVIII.  SEVERABILITY.

If any portion of this Lease shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the remaining provisions shall continue to be valid and enforceable.  If a court finds that any provision of this Lease is invalid or unenforceable, but that by limiting such provision it would become valid and enforceable, then such a provision shall be deemed to be written, construed, and enforced as so limited.

XXIX.  CUMULATIVE RIGHTS.


The rights of the parties under this Lease are cumulative, and shall not be construed as exclusive unless otherwise required by law.

XXX.  GOVERNING LAW.


The Lease shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Alabama.
