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MISSION & PURPOSE: The mission of the Southern Region 4-H Volunteer Leader Forum is to increase the capacity of volunteer and salaried staff to contribute to the achievement of the mission of 4-H Youth Development and the Cooperative Extension System as a whole. The primary purpose of the forum is to educate and prepare participants to share what they learned back home. Participants benefit from the experiential learning activities that require them to discuss, use

and apply what they learn. The ultimate application is for individuals and teams to teach others. 

COORDINATION: The forum is conducted by the Cooperative Extension Services of the State Land Grant Universities in the southern states, the National 4-H Council and the Cooperative State Research, Education and Extension Service of the United States Department of Agriculture.

REGISTRATION:  is coordinated by the State 4-H office. The fee for Alabama delegates is $190.00 (excluding personal transportation; a charter bus is provided for those who wish to participate).   This fee includes all meals and lodging on-site.  Scholarships on an as-need basis are available, please contact me immediately if you are interested.
PARTICIPANTS:  include adult 4-H Parents, Club Leaders, 4-H Volunteers, and Extension staff from 13 southern states, Puerto Rico and the Virgin Islands. This is an adult conference and is not appropriate for teenagers or younger 4-H members.

LODGING: heated (and air-conditioned) cottages with towels, linens and blankets furnished. Dress is casual except for the closing banquet, which is more dressy (“Sunday dress”). Comfortable shoes are a must! October weather is mild. Midday temperature is 50’s to 60’s while the nights cool into the 40’s and 50’s.

PHONES: are available for delegates to call out. However, delegates are not easily accessible to receive calls. Emergency calls should be made to (706) 484-2831.

TRADING SOUVENIRS: is a popular pastime. Small items representative of the delegates’ states are encouraged for trading. Popular items in the past have included lapel pins, printed buttons, and handmade items.  These small tokens of pride and joy continue to be a creative introductory tool at the forum. Bring small and inexpensive trade items. These items are to be offered in the spirit of friendship regardless of the recipient having something to offer in exchange. This is an activity to help participants get acquainted, not to see who can get the best deal. Trade items should be in good taste, and not be sexually explicit nor contain vulgar or offensive language.
