Protocol for the UVP Bioimager
To take a picture of a membrane:
1. Open LabWorks on the computer screen and turn the camera on top of the darkroom on.

2. Open LabWorks on the computer screen and turn the camera on top of the darkroom on.

3. Use the top dial on the camera to adjust the light so you can see the protein marker bands on the computer screen. Then use the middle dial to zoom in on the membrane. Finally use the bottom dial to focus the picture that you see on the screen.
4. Once the membrane is focused then turn the top dial back to 1.2 and close and lock the darkroom door.

5. Now close all the dialogue boxes and make sure the on/off switch is off. 

6. Press the number 1 icon on the LabWorks tool bar.

7. Follow the instructions in the dialogue box.
a. Box 1: If using the chemiluminescent solution the select that option and press next.

b. Box 2: Click single image.

c. Box: 3: The camera has already been focused so click next.

d. Box 4: Make sure that the power is off to the dark room and click next.

e. Box 5: On the first processing attempt, choose the high sensitivity and see how it comes out. Click next after you have chosen one.

f. Box 6: If you a processing phospho- antibodies, try an exposure time between 150 and 250 seconds. However, if you are processing nonphospho- antibodies, then they an exposure time between 300 and 400 seconds.

8. Once the picture appears on the screen, click the number 2 icon on the LabWorks tool bar.

a. Use the double line on the right to adjust so you can see the picture.

b. Use the double like on the left to make small adjustments to make the picture clearer.

9. Then save your picture or print it using the MITSUBISHI P93D printer.
To take a white light picture:
1. Open LabWorks on the computer screen and turn the camera on top of the darkroom on.

2. Open LabWorks on the computer screen and turn the camera on top of the darkroom on.

3. Use the top dial on the camera to adjust the light so you can see the protein marker bands on the computer screen. Then use the middle dial to zoom in on the membrane. Finally use the bottom dial to focus the picture that you see on the screen.

4. Now close and lock the darkroom.

5. Make sure that the power to the darkroom is on.
a. The dial marked overhead light should be on.

b. The dial marked emission filters should be on clear.

c. The dial marked transillumination controls should be on white light on.

6. Press the number 1 icon on the LabWorks tool bar.

7. Follow the instructions in the dialogue box.

a. Box 1: If using the chemiluminescent solution the select that option and press next.

b. Box 2: Click single image.

c. Box: 3: The camera has already been focused so click next.

d. Box 4: Make sure that the power is off to the dark room and click next.
