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MINUTES OF THE 2007 BUSINESS MEETING

I. CALL TO ORDER:  Dr. Dougher called the meeting to order at 5:05 p.m.

In attendance: Larry Alferink, Bill Dube, Mike Dougher, Phil Hineline, Christine Hughes, Eric Jacobs , Bill McIlvane, Cindy Pietras, Ray Pitts, Kate Saunders, Sherry Serdikoff, Bill Timberlake, Dean Williams
II. ANNOUNCEMENTS:  Dr. Dougher indicated that there would be a brief meeting of the Division Fellows immediately following the Business Meeting.  Dr. Dougher indicated that there were some things to cover at the end of the meeting that we didn’t get to at the EC meeting.

III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The minutes from the 2006 Business meeting were presented. Dr. Alferink moved that we approve the minutes. Dr. McIlvane seconded the motion, which was unanimously approved.

IV. STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS
A. AWARDS:  Greg Madden was commended for an excellent job. The award presentations have become the highlight of our program. Dr. Dougher will ask Dr. Madden to continue as chair for another year. 
B. BUDGET:  Dr. Hughes reported that as of December 31, 2006, Division 25 had assets of $70696. Income totaled $11901, and expenses totaled $8471. Thus income exceeded expenses by $3430. As of June 15 of this budget year, assets totaled $73273; income totaled $9359, and expenses totaled $2740; thus income is exceeding expenses by $6619. Dr. Hughes also reviewed the proposed budget for 2008.  Dr. Hughes noted that the proposed budget assumes income based on the current dues structure of $22 for each member and the interest rates staying approximately at the same level. The proposed budget projects income of $11750 with expenses of $11675.  The budget for the awards was increased. Discussion of new student travel awards occurred.
C. COUNCIL OF REPRESENTATIVES REPORT:  Dr. Salzinger reported that APA has allocated $7.6 million to redo the website. APA also is considering making membership less expensive; there was discussion at council of state organizations wanting a dues credit. Discussion of statement on interrogation and terrorism was postponed until Sunday’s meeting.  
D. DIVISION 25 RECORDER:  There was not a Recorder published this year. Dr. Serdikoff mentioned that she has been getting commitments from people at APA for articles in the Recorder. Dr. Pitts reminded the audience that often one way that people, who don’t attend the convention, find out about the division is through the Recorder. It was suggested that Dr. Serdikoff should contact other divisions for submissions and that we could provide submissions to other divisions. 

E. FELLOWS:  Dr. McIlvane reported that two members were elected as fellows. APA Council still has to review the list of new fellows. Dr. Williams has been asked to be chair of the fellows committee. Dr. McIlvane will assist him 
F. MEMBERSHIP: Dr. Jacobs noted our membership numbers are holding steady. He also noted that we implemented a program that made anyone who asked about the division an automatic member of the division. This worked well for 7 months, but then APA stopped doing this. Dr. Jacobs has rectified the situation and will send a copy of the Recorder and information to all of those people who were dropped – 65 people, 30 students. 
G. NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS: Dr. Pitts reported that nominations/elections were held for three positions: Dr. Tom Critchfield is the new President-Elect; Bruce Thyer is a 1-year Council Representative, and Dr. Bill Dube is the new Member at Large and will chair this committee. There was discussion about ballots and who receives them. Everyone was reminded that to vote in the division, you must currently be a member of APA. Dr. Dube will send a notice to the listserv when he gets a ballot.
H. PROGRAM COMMITTEE:   Dr. Jacobs told us that we had 14 hours to fill; there were 3 submitted sessions thanks to Ray Pitts, Kate Saunders, and Cindy Anderson. Award symposiums were great. Need to think about call for nominations for awards as that helps strengthen our program and makes invited addresses manageable. 
I. ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATIONS:  Dr. Chris Newland wasn’t present
V. NEW BUSINESS:  
A. There was discussion of some issues of the budget from the EC meeting.
B. Dr. McIlvane described that Gerry Shook, BACB came to the EC meeting to talk about how Div 25 and BACB could work together. There was discussion of the need for licensed psychologists to become certified. Individuals were concerned about negative feedback from APA if BACB required licensed psychologists to be certified. There was discussion of what is required to become certified and concerns about quality control. Within the next year, Division 25 will find out more about the BACB with respect to endorsing them.

C. Dr. Dougher brought up a concern about lack of students and who will be in Division 25 in a few years. There was discussion of how to get students involved. Dr. Alferink pointed out that APA is worried about membership overall; the median age is in the mid-50s. Dr. Jacobs has agreed to attend the program task force and can discuss some of the issues of timing and price of the convention.

VI. Dr. Dougher reminded the audience that there would be a brief meeting of Division 25 Fellows immediately after adjournment.

VII. ADJOURNMENT:  Dr. Pitts put forward the motion to adjourn the meeting. Dr. Dube seconded the motion, which was unanimously approved. The meeting adjourned at 6:00 p.m.
