MINUTES OF THE 2008 BUSINESS MEETING

Friday, August 15. 6:00 – 6:50 p.m.

I. CALL TO ORDER:  Dr. Saunders called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m.

In attendance: Tom Critchfield, Bill Dube, Greg Hanley, Christine Hughes, Eric Jacobs , Carol Pilgrim, Ray Pitts, Kate Saunders, Sherry Serdikoff, Rachel Thompson, Dean Williams
II. ANNOUNCEMENTS:  Dr. Saunders indicated that there would be a brief meeting of the Division Fellows immediately following the Business Meeting. Dr. Saunders also reminded the members about the Science Directorate reception.
III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: The minutes from the 2007 Business meeting were presented. Dr. Jacobs moved that we approve the minutes. Dr. Pitts seconded the motion, which was unanimously approved.
IV. STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS

A. AWARDS:  Greg Madden was commended for an excellent job. Dr. Pilgrim moved that a letter of accommodation be sent to Dr. Madden. Dr. Dube seconded the motion. All were in favor. Dr. Rachel Thompson has agreed to become the Awards Committee Chairperson starting now. The Division has not received a donation from MED Associates for the award named after them (i.e., Contributions to Basic Behavior Analytic Research). Dr. Critchfield said that he would follow up with MED
B. BUDGET:  Dr. Hughes reported that as of December 31, 2007, Division 25 had assets of $72692. Income totaled $12805, and expenses totaled $10545. Thus income exceeded expenses by $2260. As of June 30 of this budget year, assets totaled $69,529; income totaled $9206, and expenses totaled $7347; thus income is exceeding expenses by $1859. Dr. Hughes also reviewed the proposed budget for 2009.  Dr. Hughes noted that the proposed budget assumes income based on the current dues structure of $22 for each member and the interest rates decreasing due to the economy. The proposed budget projects income of $12600 with expenses of $14575.  Dr. Critchfield said that, as President next year, he would be looking for more award sponsorship. 
C. COUNCIL OF REPRESENTATIVES REPORT:  Dr. Salzinger reported that APA is building a roof-top terrace and a labyrinth under the new building to encourage exercising; the new building won a Tobey award. There was discussion at the Council meeting of public access to APA journals and whether there would be a charge for publication; this is not an issue for council right now. There was discussion of President-Elect’s vision of a convention within the convention, and whether Division 25 should contribute hours to it. Dr. Bray wants to have a summit about practice issues in San Diego; Division 25 will be asked to have a representative.

D. DIVISION 25 RECORDER:  There was not a Recorder published this year. Dr. Serdikoff said that a recorder had been generated, but that there was a glitch at JMU email. Because most of it was about the 2008 program, it was decided that it doesn’t make sense to send it again. There was discussion of having a requirement that award winners submit a long abstract/summary at the time of program submission. 

E. FELLOWS:  Dr. Williams reported that there were no nominations for Fellows this year. Dr. Jacobs said that he would obtain the current list of Division 25 Fellows and forward it to Dr. Williams. 

F. MEMBERSHIP: Dr. Jacobs noted our membership numbers are holding steady. Anybody that expresses interest becomes a member for 1 year, so we had a major increase last year. There was a discussion of increasing membership. Dr. Serdikoff attended a meeting about division websites. Each member will have a page with their info, prompts to renew membership, including division membership. It was suggested that we could “advertise” in other divisions’ newsletters and websites or decrease our division dues to those who include Division 25 as a “secondary” division. Dr. Serdikoff suggested that if we revamp our website according to the template that APA suggesting, then we could attract new members. It was suggested that ABA-International be contacted and ask for a list of doctoral-level members, then send email to those.
G. NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS: Dr. Dube reported that nominations/elections were held for three positions: Dr. Sherry Serdikoff is the new President-Elect; Dr. Amy Odum is the new Member at Large, and Dr. Kurt Salzinger remains as Council Representative, and Dr. 
H. PROGRAM COMMITTEE:   Dr. Jacobs reported that it was decided to give our major award winners 1 hr, and therefore, most of the division’s hours were comprised of award presentations. There was one symposium submitted, but it was withdrawn due to personal issues. There was a discussion of the possibility of having workshops that could increase our income and provide CE credits for members. Dr. Thyer said that he would look into the process, money issues, and make a list of people that could potentially give a workshop. Dr. Serdikoff needs to select a second program chair for 2010.

I. ELECTRONIC COMMUNICATIONS:  Dr. Chris Newland wasn’t present
II. NEW BUSINESS:  There was no new business.
III. Dr. Saunders reminded the audience that there would be a brief meeting of Division 25 Fellows immediately after adjournment.

IV. ADJOURNMENT:  Dr. Pilgrim put forward the motion to adjourn the meeting. Dr. Critchfield seconded the motion, which was unanimously approved. The meeting adjourned at 7:00 p.m.
