Course Description

FLFR1010 is the first of a two-semester sequence of entry-level French. Prerequisite: FLFR1010 or equivalent high
school credit. Course comprises second half of the text and workbook. Attention given to developing skill in all areas
of language competence (speaking, writing, structure, comprehension) as well as to appreciation of French and
Francophone culture. Course requires use of on-line audio, video, and activities outside of class and/or in the language
lab. This 4-hour class meets M,W, F. Students are expected to prepare for each class by reading in advance pages
to be covered in each lesson.

Course Objectives
During the course of the first year sequence, the student will:

o develop awareness of French and francophone culture and civilization.

e understand recorded French well enough to get main ideas and some detail.
understand spoken French, about familiar topics, well enough to understand well.
read French well enough to get main ideas and some detail.

write French well enough to fill out forms, take notes, write messages.

speak French well enough to get around in a country where French is spoken:
