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Setting up the score

1. Start PrintMusic.

2. Click Cancel.
3. Choose File->New->Document from Template to create a new document. 

4. Navigate to the Templates: Choral Templates: Vocal Solo with Piano file. Highlight it and click OK.
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5. Click on the Text tool , double-click the handle on the title and edit the title to read Oh, Susannah.

6. Double-click on the handle above composer twice and edit it to read Traditional American Song.
7. Double click above the left corner of the score to create a text box for the composer's name and type in Stephen Foster. Click and drag the selection handle to make the text line up with the other text and staves.

8. Click on the Expression Tool and click on the handle of Moderato and press the Delete key.  Do the same for the metronome marking.

9. Click on the Time Signature tool and double-click the first measure. Set the Number of Beats to two and the Beat Duration to half note. Check Abbreviate. Click OK.
10. Add three measures to the score. Click on the Measure tool. Use the Measure->Add menu and type 3 into the box and click OK (or press the enter key). 

Entering notes using Easy Scribe[image: image2.png]



1. Click the Easy Scribe tool. Go to the Easy Scribe->Recording Tempo and Click menu to set up the metronome settings.

2. Go to the Options->Quantization Settings menu and choose quarter note as the shortest note and uncheck Tuplets.

3. Click on the first measure. The metronome will play 2 bars (eight beats) before recording. Wait until the eleventh beat to play the melody of “Oh, Susannah” straight through all repeats. (Don't actually repeat, but play as if there were no repeats or endings.) Click the mouse button to stop recording

4. If your recording doesn’t look correct, press Ctrl + Z to undo the entire recording. Or, you may highlight measures, click the Mass Mover tool, [image: image3.png]


 highlight measures, and use the Mass Mover->Clear Entries and Smart Shapes and to erase them, then click on the first erased measure and to record starting at that measure. 

5. Edit any individual notes by using the Simple Entry tool [image: image4.png]


 and palette.

Entering notes using MIDI input (step time) Speedy Entry [image: image5.png]



1. Click on the Speedy Entry tool. Make sure Use MIDI Keyboard is checked under the Speedy menu. 

2. Click on the first measure of the second staff. Type a 6 to enter a half rest.

3. Press middle C on the MIDI keyboard and type 5 followed by a period for the dotted half-note.

4. Play a D on the keyboard and type a 4 for eighth note.

5. Type a 5 for a quarter rest. Play a C chord and type 5 to create a quarter note C chord. Continue to finish the piano right-hand part.

6. Follow the same procedure to input the bass part.

Delete extra measures

1. Click the Mass Mover tool. [image: image6.png]


 Highlight extra ending measures and delete them.

Entering Lyrics [image: image7.png]



1. Click the Lyrics tool. Make sure that Lyrics->Type into Score is checked. Click above the first note. Type in the lyrics to Oh, Susannah. Type a space or a hyphen to go to the next note. Wait until after the page is formatted to add word extensions. To edit words, click above a word to highlight it, then type in the correct syllable.

2. To enter the second verse, go to the Lyrics->Specify Current Lyric menu type a 2. Click above the first note and enter the lyrics as above.

Adding chord symbols [image: image8.png]B





1. Click the Chord tool and make sure MID Input is checked under the Chord menu. Click above the desired note. Play a C chord on the MIDI keyboard.

2. After typing in the chords, drag the left triangle up or down to move all the chords. The right triangle will move the chords in one system.
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3. Click the Repeat Tool. Click measure two.

4. Click the Forward Repeat and Select.
5. Click measure 17. Click the Backward Repeat. Type 2 in Target Measure, 1 in Repeat Times, and OK.
6. Double-click measure 17. Click the Multiple Ending Repeat and Select. Type 1. in the Ending Text box and type 18 in the Target Measure box. Click OK.
7. Click measure 18. Click the Multiple Ending Repeat and Select. Type 2. In the Ending Text box and click OK.
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1. Select the Page Layout tool. Choose Layout->Edit Page Margins. Set the left and right margins to .75 inches.

2. Click the Page Layout tool. Go to the Page Layout -> Fit Music menu. Type 5 in Lock Layout with X Measures for System. Type 1 in Change Measure and type 10 in Through. 

3. Click the Page Layout tool. Go to the Page Layout -> Fit Music menu. Type 4 in Lock Layout with X Measures for System. Type 11 in Change Measure and type 18 in Through.

4. Drag the upper right selection box for staff 1 to the left to align it with staff 2. 

5. Use the Edit-> Update Layout menu command after each time you change the page layout.

Word Extensions
 

1. Click the Lyrics tool. [image: image11.png]


 Select the Lyrics -> Edit Word Extensions menu command. Click above any note to add a word extension handle box. Drag the box to the right to create an extension.

2. Select the Lyrics -> Type into Score menu command and also Specify Lyrics. Set the lyric to 1. Drag the left adjustment triangle up to avoid collisions with the repeats.

Final touches 

1. Select the Text tool. [image: image12.png]


 Shift-click the text handles at the top of the page and use the arrow keys to raise the text. 

2. Select the Chord tool  [image: image13.png]B




 to raise/lower lines of chord symbols. (Use left triangle for all chords, right triangle for a line of chords.

3. Select the Text tool [image: image14.png]


  and edit the text at the bottom of the page.
