JOB SUMMARY
Coordinates the recruitment and retention of under-represented minority students within a college or school.

RESPONSIBILITIES
• Plans, promotes, and implements programs for the recruitment and retention of under-represented minorities 

within a college or school.
• Recruits minority students by visiting high schools and higher education institutions with large groups of 

under-represented minorities, maintaining contacts with students, counselors, and advisors, and attending 
recruiting fairs.

• Assesses under represented students' academic performance and prepares reports.
• Counsels and mentors under-represented minorities in academic and career paths through regular 

appointments and student meetings.
• Solicits and generates funding by writing grant proposals and reports, tracking contributions, pursuing 

alternative funding sources for programs, scholarships, and fellowships.
• Monitors scholarships and fellowship funds.
• Administers the programs for minority incoming freshmen, including coordinating instructional events and 

supervising logistics related to housing, staff, transportation, extra curricular events, and industry tours.
• Prepares annual program budget.

The responsibilities listed above show the typical duties for jobs in this classification. Actual tasks may differ 
depending on the department's needs. Other similar duties may be assigned with discretion of the supervisor. 
Not every duty will apply to every position, and the amount of time spent on each task can change based on 
department needs.

SUPERVISORY RESPONSIBILITIES
