This position serves as the manager for Youth Livestock Education Programs. This position directs and leads
youth livestock educational programs for the Department of Animal Sciences, develops and delivers educational
content for youth livestock education programs, manages volunteer and communication efforts with youth
livestock program volunteers, and provides organizational leadership for on-campus youth livestock events while
serving as liaison between Auburn University and key industry partners of the program.
