and prepares special reports and analyses as needed.

e Analyzes activities and events for sales tax and unrelated business tax implications, and prepares necessary
documents.

e Reviews and approves journal and transfer journal entries between the IRF and Auburn University to facilitate
fund flow, budgetary accounting, and maintenance.

e Coordinates with the AU Office of Financial Reporting regarding year-end conversions of financial statements,
presentations, audit assistance, and the Services and Facilities agreement calculation and transfer.

e Maintains and reviews processes and procedures related to transactions in Banner and other financial
software systems, ensuring information is accurate and appropriate.

e Analyzes data and prepares reports as requested; serves as an information resource on FASB financial
reporting, tax, and budget issues related to IRF.
